He suddenly felt that his wings that had been, for
so long, tied by strings were now open, and he could fly in the
sky as herealized, lamnot 'I'. I am not Roger,  am SIR - Soul in
Roger.

Roger not only knew of the 2 options. He had Realized the

Truth and he could feel that he was free from the cycle of
Reincarnation as today's Illumination led him to Realization.
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s Roger woke up the next morning, he decided to buy
a notebook and write down all his Realizations. He
looked for a book that was thick enough and that had
5 parts. He ultimately found a book in which he started
writing.

hile I was not fortunate like Bobby to live 2 lives,

nor did [ have an Angel as my guiding light, my life

too went through several transformations before
ultimately, there was a metamorphosis. I had been a
businessman for 25 years, from the time I was 16 years till I was
40 years old, before I took an exit and lived a life of fulfillment
for 8 years. Thereafter, for the last 10 years, I have lived as the
happiest man in the world and I have tried to help people
discover the way to Eternal Happiness through Enlightenment.

The first 15 years of life were like any child's life. There was
nothing significant. It was in my teens that I started an
unconventional advertising agency. I worked very hard and at
that time, I was just out of school and moving to pre-university
years. I was just 18 years old when I earned enough money to
pay the deposit for my first car. Wow! What a feeling! Then, it
was time to join my father, whose family business had split
and been divided amongst the siblings. I brought modern
retailing to India and changed the way retailing was done,
much before organized modern retail hit the country. I made
millions and my business grew multi-fold. Finally, after 25
years of success after success, I had this flash - What is the
Purpose of life?

Through my 4 decades, right from the time [ was a teenager, I
used to serve people on the street. When I saw people
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suffering, destitute, abandoned, hungry, on the street of
Bangalore, I would pick them up from the street and help them
get back on their feet. I continued to do this even when I was
practically working all day. But this gave me far more
fulfilment than all my achievements. Contentment creates a lot
of peace, much greater than pleasure that one gets from
success and money. I set up charitable homes that today care
for over 500 destitute and abandoned people, of all religions,
ages, castes.

I also found a lot of fulfillment in my faith, my belief in God. I
set up a huge temple which became not just a religious, but a
tourist destination.

So, by the time I was 40, I had done all of this. Then came the
golden opportunity, where I could shut down my business,
become debt free and enjoy my life.

It was my passion to see the world. I started travelling and
wanted to visit 200 countries. I went from Switzerland to
Finland, from New Zealand to Iceland. Ultimately,  even went
to the 7" continent that only a few travel to, Antarctica, where I
played with the penguins. My life was exciting. I had visited
120 countries by then. But one day in 2012, my Spiritual
Mentor, my Guru, Dada Vaswani, who left the earthly world
in 2018, asked me the question - Will you go from country to
country only to ultimately die or will you stop and Realize the
Truth, 'Who am I?' Thad spent 25 years with my Master, and he
had guided me to live a good life.

Unfortunately, while we may read all this and
accumulate knowledge, Realization and Enlightenment don't
happen in a college. This is an experience that is Divine. This is
an individual and personal inner voyage. Unless one goes on a
quest to discover, 'Who am I and why am I here?' one will never
be Enlightened with the Truth.

Having been blessed to live thus far and evolving from
achievement to Enlightenment, it is my mission to help people
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discover what true happiness is. Happiness is not just pleasure
or even peace. It is discovering our true life-purpose. As I
experience that state of Truth Consciousness, known as
SatChitAnanda, I try to help people overcome all suffering and
sorrow and to live in the present moment, not shuttle from
yesterday to tomorrow. I try to help people overcome fear,
worry, stress, anxiety and depression, anger, hate, jealousy,
regret, shame and guilt. I show people the way to live with
faith, hope, trust and enthusiasm, courage, confidence,
compassion, forgiveness and optimism. Ultimately, it's all a
choice. Either we can choose all the joy, peace and love that life
has to offer or we can lose this treasure called life.

The life of Bobby, Rahul and Roger should inspire us, though it
is only a work of metafiction meant to switch on the light
within. But my life is not a piece of fiction. Itis a real story. May
it inspire you to go on a quest and to discover answers to life's
two mostimportant questions, 'Who am I and why am L here?’

The gift of life is unique. We don't know where it came from.

This question is
not relevant. We don't have a choice. Our life is a result of past
actions. It is an effect of a previous cause. We can ask the
question, ' How can we live?' butnot 'Why live?'

This world is such a beautiful place butisn'tit sad that many of
us live miserable lives? We can choose to be glad, but we
remain sad! We can re-choice to rejoice, but we fail to choose,
and we lose this beautiful gift called life. Not only do we cry as
we live till we die, but when something goes wrong, we just
look up at the sky and ask, 'Why?' We don't find out, 'Who am
I?' and we don't find out, 'Why are we here?' Thus, this treasure
called life is ruined, seeking pleasure because we believe that
pleasureis happiness.

Our life belongs to us. We can live our life the way we want to.
We can't control what happens to us. But we can control our
reaction to what happens. What is happening in our life is our
past Karma. It is based on our past actions which are done and
this, we cannot change. But our present actions are a choice
that we can make. The human being is the only species who is
gifted with the willpower and an intellect that can discriminate
and choose. A dog or a frog, a cat or a rat, cannot choose how
they will live life. Just like a butterfly, a bee or a tree, they must
just exist till they die. But man can choose. He is not bound to
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the ground. He has wings with which he can fly in the sky. But
if he ties his wings with strings, things like superstitions,
dogmas, rituals and the fairy tales of mythology, then man will
crawl through life without being Enlightened and Liberated.

The true purpose of our
life is to evolve from scaling the peak of achievement, to living
in a plateau of fulfillment. Here, pleasure will be replaced by
peace. One can live life with noteworthy success. But instead of
running behind name and fame, one can live pursuing their
dreams and passions, and not running in this mad race, trying
to become an ace, getting lost in the chase, and ultimately,
being miserable in the maze. One can instead choose to live
with grace. We have a choice. We can choose pleasure or peace.
We can choose achievement or fulfillment. Unfortunately,
most of us choose achievement and in the bargain, we create
bad Karma. And not only do we destroy this present life, but
we also plant seeds through our deeds that will destroy our
future destiny. But we have a choice. We can change. We can
choose.

Very few amongst us take an exit from the highway of
achievement to a path of contentment and fulfilment. We let
our need become our greed and we remain miserable indeed.

But we cannot
reverse our life. Thatis fiction! The fact is what is done, is done.
Good or bad, we have to pay the price, whether it is in this
lifetime or the next.

Whatis Enlightenment? The world thinks that Enlightenment
is a very complicated subject. They think that Spiritual
Awakening needs one to renounce this whole world and live
in the forest or mountains, eating leaves and berries.

The
hunters below know the secret. They cut open the stomach of the musk
deer and retrieve the precious musk from its own navel. The source of
the fragrance was all along inside. But the deer was searching
outside! Similarly, our source of happiness is within. The
Divine that we are all seeking is within us. But we live and die,
believing the lie that God lives in the sky. Enlightenment is all
about switching on the light within and realizing the truth.

Each of us has a life to live and how we live will decide how
happy we will be. If we live an ordinary life, chasing the
pleasures of this world, we will attain momentary pleasure,
but we will not attain eternal bliss. As we live as the body,
mind and ego, we will suffer the physical pain of the body, we
will experience the misery of the mind and we will be agonized
by the anguish of the ego.
